•! A term used to describe a recommended best practice for 
exposing, sharing, and connecting pieces of data, 
information, and knowledge on the Semantic Web using 
URIs for identification and RDF for description 

•! Linked Data offers a new medium to link structured data 
that is then more machine-readable. However it does not 
by itself add any semantic meaning to the information, but 
it better carries that semantic information once you have it 
(Tim Berners-Lee ) 

•! So, while Linked Data is not semantic, creating links at the 
data level paves the way to a true Semantic Web (Greg 
Boutin)
